Fall in love with your home

R eno-Tahoe residents are spending significantly more time at home due to the coronavirus and government 
restrictions to business and public life. As we continue to make improvements to our dwellings and with fall 
upon us, area professionals encourage homeowners to keep certain season-specific concepts top of mind. 

Tidying for fall
Just as in the spring, several areas of interest within the home should be cleaned and checked during the autumn 
months. Steve Gunderson, kitchen designer for Czyz’s Appliance in Reno, shares information about a few dust-
and-grime hotspots to keep in mind.

“Now is the time to pull the refrigerator out and vacuum,” he 
says. “With Thanksgiving and Christmas coming up, be sure to 
deep clean the fridge and freezer so you don’t have any wrinkly 
carrots in there from the summer when you’re trying to store 
frosted cookies.”

He also suggests making sure your stove and oven are up to snuff. 

“If you’re going to try to self-clean your oven, do it a month 
before you actually need it just in case things don’t go as 
planned,” Gunderson says.

Better yet, call a professional who can come in and do it for you.

Germicide to the rescue
Bleach can be your worst enemy — at least when it comes to 
cleaning porous surfaces in the home, explains Kathleen Hanley, 
co-owner of Just in Time Cleaning in Reno. 

“Everyone seems to be rushing to the store to buy bleach and 
other really toxic products that could end up doing more harm 
than good,” she says. 

For more than three years, Hanley’s team has used a  
germicide that targets virus strains, including the coronavirus.  
She recommends readers go to local chemical stores, such as 
Inland Supply Co. in Reno, to purchase FDA-approved  
non-toxic germicides such as Simple Green to use in their 
disinfecting efforts.

How’s your hot air?
According to Rickey Hayes, marketing manager for Sierra Air 
Inc. in Reno, September and October are pivotal months for 
the HVAC industry, when professionals highly recommend 

annual furnace checkups. As Hayes explains, it’s more than just 
improving a system’s life span … a lot more. 

“You need a thorough safety check,” he says. “Within a furnace, 
you’re dealing with combustion and carbon dioxide. Things can 
go wrong with the burners, venting, ignition … the list goes on 
and on.”

Hayes recommends scheduling an inspection with an HVAC 
professional during the fall every year.

Look up 
As leaves fall and with snowy weather on the horizon, Bret Van 
Dyne, project manager for D&D Roofing and Sheet Metal Inc. 
in Reno, recommends homeowners walk the perimeters of their 
homes, keeping their eyes on their roofs from below.

flow in the gutters, and even pieces of roofing on the ground 
can be seen when walking around,” Van Dyne explains. “It’s kind 
of like when you do a walk around your car to see if anything is 
funny. Look at your roof from the ground. If you see anything 
missing, visible fibers coming through shingles, or things seem 
shimmery or shiny, it’s an indication that the shingle granules have 
worn and need to be fixed.”

Van Dyne notes the southern side will likely be more worn than 
any other because of the degradation from the sun and wind. 
Should you spot problems, he urges, call a professional who can 
inspect the rooftop. 

Latex lounging
Flippable latex mattresses are all the rage, according to Mike 
Berry, president of Reno Mattress Co. And it’s not just because 
they are extremely comfortable. 

“These are made of real rubber that comes from a rubber tree,” 
he says. “It’s called latex Talalay, which is the best you can get 
your hands on. (These mattresses) are hypoallergenic and healthy, 
and they last a really long time.”

Berry recommends these mattresses to his customers who  
have allergies, both to pollen and dander, as well as  
feather sensitivities. 

“These are a great option for those looking to breathe nice, fresh 
air instead of chemicals,” he says.
